Declared and
Undeclared Students

Students who are registered in a program within the
degree are called Declared students. Most students
designate a program of study when they first apply

for admission and so begin their studies as Declared
students. Students may also choose to begin their studies
within the B.Sc. degree without being registered in a
program. These students are referred to as Undeclared.
The recommended course pattern for Undeclared students
is provided in the Undeclared entry of the Programs
section of this Calendar. Undeclared students normally
must apply to enter a program before beginning their
second year of study. The Student Academic Success
Centre offers support to Undeclared students in making
this decision.
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
