Introduction to Political Management

Introduction to the field of political management. The
institutional, legislative and ethical context in which party
strategists, campaign managers, pollsters, lobbyists
and civil society operate.

POLM 4010 [0.5 credit]

Polling and Opinion Research

The different elements of opinion research such as
opinion measurement, questionnaire design, interviewing,
data analysis and interpretation, and how this helps
understand the process by which citizens make decisions
about political issues.

Prerequisite(s): POLM 3000.

Advocacy and Government Relations in Canada
